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The Patriot District Fall Camporee will focus on American Heritage including, Gettysburg tours and Civil War activities.  The 2005 Fall Camporee is open to Boy Scouts, Venturing units and Webelos.  We will camp at the Artillery Ridge Campsite near the Gettysburg battlefield.  The 2005 Fall Camporee theme is “Freedom Is Not Free.”  This theme has been developed to express the rich heritage of both Gettysburg and the country in defending freedom.  Through the years, this reminder of American freedom has spurred us on to defend that freedom throughout the world.  Even today, our troops are defending the principles of democracy and freedom in various places around the globe.

Boy Scouts participating in this camporee will have the option to earn the American Heritage merit badge program or earn patches through the Gettysburg Heritage Trails program.  

BOY SCOUT UNIT ACTIVITIES

You may choose between two program options: American Heritage Merit Badge program or the Gettysburg Heritage Trails program. (note: times and distances are approximate and will be refined.)  We will be encouraging the boys to sign up for the merit badge program.  
American Heritage Merit Badge

Patrols will travel between five stops along a 6.2 miles circuit running through the Battlefield.

· At each stop, merit badge counselors will discuss one of the requirements and answer questions from the Scouts.

· Most requirements can be completed during the Camporee and assistance will be provided units in completing the badge.  Counselors will be able to sign off on requirements and the Badge.

· The entire route will take approximately five hours.  This leaves time for units to explore other sections of the Battlefield on their own or meet to complete any final requirements for the Merit Badge.

Gettysburg Heritage Trails Program

The Heritage Trail Program consists of five events and enables the Scout to earn a medal on completion.  The hikes and events are:

· Billy Yank Trail – App. 3 miles and takes 2 hours to complete.

· Johnny Reb Trail – App. 9 miles and takes 6 hours to complete.

· Historic Gettysburg Trail – App. 3 miles and takes 2 hours

· The Visitors Center and Cemetery.

· The National Historic Site at Eisenhower Farm

Scouts must indicate on the registration form which program they want to participate in.  

Scouts are encouraged to wear Class “A” uniforms for both programs.  All individuals should wear proper footwear and carry required individual equipment (water, rain gear, etc) for their activity.  Unit leaders should carry appropriate patrol/crew equipment to include a first aid kit and map.

We will be discussing the battle of Gettysburg in the meetings prior to the Camporee, we encourage the boys to do some research on their own so they have some background on the event.

WHERE AND WHEN

The Fall Camporee will be held at the Gettysburg National Historic Park and Artillery Ridge Camping Resort.  Artillery Ridge Camping Resort is located across the road from the southern end of the battlefield and just one mile from the National Visitor’s Center.  We should plan to arrive between 7:00 and 8:00 PM Friday, October 21, and depart after the closing program on Sunday, October 23, 2005.  

The cost for this activity will be $37 per youth and registered adult  to cover the cost of food, camp fees per individual, camporee patch, electric map presentation, council liability/support fees, and associated logistical support.  Patrols will plan for four meals in camp – Saturday breakfast, lunch, supper and Sunday breakfast.  Lunches on Saturday will be carried by scouts along the trail.  A “brown bag” supper should be brought along Friday evening.  Scouts should also bring along sufficient funds to defray the cost of a “fast food” stop along the way.  In accordance with troop policy, the scout Class A uniform will be worn on the way to the activity site and for church on Saturday evening.  

We will begin loading equipment at the church parking lot at 4:00 PM, Friday, September 16, with a departure not later than 5:00 PM for the drive to Gettysburg,PA  All scout equipment will be loaded in cars and transported to our camp site.  The troop will return to the church parking lot about 11:00 AM Sunday.

In order to participate in this event, please return the attached permission slip and transportation sheet along with payment to the adult in charge not later than  September 28.  Additional adult support to provide transportation and ground support is essential to the success of this activity.  POC is Peter Tuebner
