










TROOP 1100 SKI TRIP

Join Troop 1100 for another great ski trip to West Virginia.  The troop will depart Friday evening January 20th (or by exception some may leave early Saturday morning) for West Virginia staying in the bunkhouse at Timberline Resort in Davis WV.  This can be a family activity and, given availability, scout families are welcome and encouraged to participate.  The troop will return to the Burke area late Sunday afternoon, January 22nd. 

A total of 80 scouts and family members can participate in this event. Non-skiing adults who wish to participate as drivers and chaperones can be accommodated for the lodging and meal charge of only $75.  We had a waiting list of scouts and family members trying to attend this event last year, so get your paperwork and deposits in early.
